Professor Elinor Ochs, Distinguished Professor of Anthropology and Linguistics at UCLA, has had a  remarkably varied research career, in which innovative strategies of collaboration have been a constant, from her early work with Bambi Schieffelin on language socialization, to the ethnography of autism with Lisa Capps, Olga Solomon, Tamar Kremer-Sadlik and others, to her direction of the UCLA Sloan Center on Everyday Lives of Families (www.celf.ucla.ecu).  In her notes sent in preparation for our conversation, she offered the following features of her personal history of collaboration:


1) When I write with co-authors I always sit with them in front of the keyboard and co-think each sentence together for most or all of the article, chapter, or book. 

2) My research projects are uniformly cross-disciplinary, relying upon and relishing in the expertise of others along with what I can bring to the collaboration. 

3) I have been deeply influenced by my observations of a university physics laboratory, where collaboration is a modus operandi at all levels of research. 

Collaboration is both a key condition of producing ethnography today, and an object of ethnographic study.  It is one of the major, continuing topical interests of Center activities, of which our series of occasional afternoon conversation is one form.
Please join us for a conversation with Professor Ochs, whose career practices offer a rich source of materials and experiences to explore collaboration and the ethnographic sensibility.
